
[bookmark: _Hlk148021109]Modern Languages K–10 (2022): Sample scope and sequence (Stage 3)
The sample scope and sequences developed by NESA include content groups to identify where and when key concepts may be addressed, and the possible connections for teaching. Incidental teaching of outcomes may occur in addition to those indicated on a scope and sequence. Advice on scope and sequences is available on the NESA website. 
[bookmark: _Hlk135212814]The inclusion of specific focus areas and content groups at points in time across a scope and sequence will be informed by formative assessment to determine the learning needs of students, and syllabus advice regarding content that can be taught. 
Modern Languages K–10 has 3 outcomes for each stage. The focus area outcomes and content groups provide the knowledge and skills for students to interact, understand and create texts in the target language, and to develop awareness and understanding of intercultural capabilities.   
To assist with creating scope and sequences in Modern Languages K–6, Teaching Advice for each focus area is located on the content tab for each stage, and can be accessed through the NSW Curriculum website. 
This sample scope and sequence indicates the key focus areas and content groups that can be addressed over each term. Modern Languages focus area outcomes can be addressed in parallel. A short sample unit summary provides context for teachers. This is optional.
[bookmark: _Hlk132960366]This sample scope and sequence suggests one unit per term to address the outcomes and related content groups. Some learning sequences may take less or more time, based on students’ prior learning, needs and abilities. Teachers should make decisions about the duration of a unit.

	Unit summary
Students create simple texts and exchange information with peers about their daily activities, schedules and habits in the target language. They develop an understanding of cultural practices within the daily routines of the target language culture.






Term 2

	Unit: Our communities – sport and physical activities

	Outcomes
ML3-UND-01, ML3-CRT-01

	Unit summary
Students apply knowledge of the language systems to create and respond to simple texts related to the topic of sport and physical activities in the target language. They research sporting and physical activities commonly revered and played within the target language community and cultures, and make comparisons with those in their own community. Students evaluate how sport can be a reflection of a culture’s values and pride.

	Unit summary
Students create and respond to simple texts related to the topic of native animals in Australia and in the target language region in the target language. They process information in the target language texts and develop an understanding of the unique wildlife indigenous to their region.

They explore the rich traditions and customs of various countries and/or regions, and recognise the globalised nature of languages by identifying some loan words in or from the target language.
