	Unit: It’s a matter of opinion
Focus area(s): Data Visualisation 
This unit introduces students to the principles of data, its ability to tell a story and the applications used to create it. Students interpret data trends and make predictions. The focus is on evaluating and using software to develop visualisations. Students create visualisations and reflect on emerging hardware and software technologies.

	Unit: Processing and Presenting
Focus area(s): Data Science
This unit introduces students to the principles of systems and their data. Students analyse and evaluate enterprise computing systems, describing them and breaking them down into their subsystems, processes and data. The focus is on collecting, storing, analysing, processing and presenting data within enterprise systems. Students examine the quality of data and explore social, ethical and legal issues. Students utilise spreadsheet solutions to collate, sort, filter, analyse and model data and information. Database solutions are developed to store and present data.

	Unit: Major Project
Focus area(s): Enterprise Project
This unit introduces students to the principles of developing and designing enterprise computing systems. Students investigate the changing nature of project development. The focus is on the tools and processes to identify, define, research, plan, produce, implement, test and evaluate a system. Students investigate tools that support the design and development of an enterprise system. Students develop and document an Enterprise project.

Students examine the technologies incorporated into the systems including emerging technologies such as AI. Students create intelligent systems utilising system modelling tools.
